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COVID CART PLAN

Together we're survived a very anxious and
sometimes dangerous year of COVID. A year ago we
used our carts for 3 rounds a day, prohibited the use of
bunker rakes and pins. We limited the clubhouse
access and on course bathrooms. We even had pool
noodles in our cups! And for a year almost everyone
took advantage of “riding solo” while play.

Effective Saturday, April 3rd

Players may not ride solo in a club owned cart if
there is an empty seat on another club-owned cart
in the same player-group.

The presence of a non-golfing guest that requires
the use of an additional cart will be result in a
charge of $29.00 plus tax for an 18 hole cart
rental.

EXCEPTION:

Strangers paired together by the course
personnel or by a random online reservation
will not be required to share a cart.

OPTION TO RENT
AN ADDITIONAL CART:

Players who do not feel safe sharing a cart
may rent a solo cart for 50% off the normal
cart fee. The cost for 18 holes, including tax,
is $14.50.

This option is available as long as carts are
available.

During the transition back to near-normal cart
operations, management reserves the right to
exercise discretion, provided suitable cart
inventory is available.
